The programme focuses not only on orchestral repertoire, but also provides Academy members with the possibility 
of performing publicly at the Philharmonic’s chamber subscription concerts. 

Requirements for the audition:
1. J. S. Bach – Prelude from one of the following suits: 2, 3, 4, 5, 6 (own choice)
2. First movement of a classic or romantic concerto (own choice)
3. Performance of repertory orchestral excerpts

Repertory orchestral parts will be send on request.
